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CASIX Inc. Conflict Mineral Policy 

In recent years, there has been increasing international focus on "conflict minerals" (including tin, tantalum, tungsten, and gold) mined in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) and its adjoining countries. Armed groups in the DRC and adjoining countries engage in mining operations and use the proceeds from the sale of these conflict minerals to finance regional conflicts, resulting in severe human rights abuses against workers and indigenous peoples.
In response to these abuses, the U.S. Congress enacted legislation requiring certain companies to publicly disclose their use of conflict minerals. In August 2012, the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) adopted a final rule requiring publicly traded companies that manufacture or contract to manufacture products containing "conflict minerals" to conduct due diligence on the origin, source, and chain of custody of such minerals and provide specialized disclosures based on these findings.
CASIX understands and recognizes the human rights and environmental issues associated with conflict minerals. CASIX has established a policy aimed at ensuring that the tantalum, tin, tungsten, and gold in our products do not directly or indirectly provide financial support to or benefit armed groups in the DRC or adjoining countries.

To support this policy, we will:
· Commit to sourcing components and materials from companies that share our values in respecting human rights, integrity, and environmental responsibility.

· Comply with the OECD Due Diligence Guidance for Responsible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas and the applicable requirements of Section 1502 of the Dodd-Frank Act. We will require our suppliers to conduct traceability and responsible mineral due diligence for mineral products used in the components they supply, provide due diligence information to customers, and ensure adherence to supply chain policies and guidance requirements.

· Require corrective action if we find that any product we procure uses conflict minerals deemed "not conflict-free." We will require the involved supplier to implement processes and take appropriate actions to transition such products to a "conflict-free" status. We will terminate our relationship with suppliers who fail to meet this expectation.
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
